4.  Membership Report (DW)

Permission has been given regarding this site.  AS will submit report to go on our website and in the archives about this site.

There were a high concentration of Roman finds and we now need to do a geo-physical scan of the area (in the spring)

Perhaps we shall dig this site in the future

Documentary research should be done on the near-by Saxon Church

Warblington
SJ has been in-touch with Henry Young the tenant farmer for this site regarding future investigations of his farm

The site is a real mystery - lots of different stories about its history.

SJ spoke to Neville Haskins about doing surveys of the site and there have been some problems regarding sorting out dates for doing these.

TD said that the Chichester Harbour Board will pay of a magnetometer for us if we agree to use it on their project.  There is a time limit on this.

TD offered to write some letters to various landowners regarding future fieldwork investigations.

AS reviewed a 3 day resistivity survey done at the Bishop’s Palace which showed that the trenches that were put in were bang on target.   He said an unusual roman building was found.  Also found were medieval rubbish pits, 2 large drainage sinks, and a medieval building with 1meter thick walls.

12.  Training Programme
Upcoming training courses were discussed.

JD said he was willing to teach another Roman Pottery Course as long as someone else organised it.

It was then suggested that perhaps we should appoint someone to run the training courses.

It was suggested that Duncan Brown do a medieval pottery course

Another suggestion was that we have some courses taught mid-week 

A course on local geology was also suggested.

AS suggested that when deciding on dates for upcoming courses we should make sure Fishbourne isn’t running either a similar course or one at the same time.
