· We have made a profit of £125 on the Bones and Pottery courses

· Our insurance has gone up due to our owning more equipment

· We received a donation of £100 and TD said he would write a letter of thanks to the donor

· TD suggested and it was agreed that the remaining funds from the Awards for all scheme and the Chichester District Council Grant (which totals £43.61) would be spent on the purchase of a replacement bulb for our projector.

· KF asked that someone collect the money from visitors at the May meeting for her as she will not be there

4   Membership Report (DW)
· We currently have 177 members (3 resignations and 2 new members since the last meeting)

· 64 members have paid for the new year so far but many more are expected to pay their dues at the next meeting (April 25th)

· The idea of having a “Family Membership” was brought up and it was decided not to launch this at this time.  As it stands couples pay £22 and children/ students (and adults up to the age of 23 in full time education) pay £4.50.

· It was decided that children up to the age of 16 could attend events regardless of age as long as they were members (for insurance purposes) and as long as they were accompanied by an adult.  Once they reach the age of 16 they may then attend on their own.

5   Publicity (YC)
· AL and TD both presented printing costs for the brochure and it was agreed that once the final layout was decided upon we would have 200 black and white on gold brochures and 200 colour on white printed.

· KR suggested cropping the photos and will be sending specifics to AL

· AL asked if we needed to receive permission from our members before using their photos in the brochure - for example: Dave Butcher etc..  AL suggested making an announcement at one of our members evenings in case there were any objections.

· TD and AL to meet and make a final decision about the layout of the brochure

· AL suggested advertising our events in the West Sussex Observer and Chichester Gazette and agreed to take charge of this for future meetings

6   Talks Programme (NH)
· It was agreed that Keith Robinson would give the talk at next March’s meeting and he will start organizing speakers beginning with the September 08 lecture.

· All other dates and speakers were reviewed and there was nothing else to report.

7   Fieldwork (NH)
· There are no general digs scheduled for this year

· George Anelay is to dig the kilns at Dell Quay but he will only be using 10 personally selected diggers

8   Training Programme
· The autumn classes are nearly full

· It was suggested that we run additional Flint Bones and Roman Pottery identification courses in the spring of 08 and Jonathan Dicks will be asked if he is willing to do this.

· It was also suggested that we add a course on the identification of human remains to the Flint, Bones and Pottery classes

9   Newsletter (JB)
· Over 90 copies of the Spring Newsletter were posted

· The Newsletter will now be on the website

10  Website (IJ)
· The Newsletter is now on the website

· IJ has managed to work through most of his computer problems and will be continuing to add information

11  Visit/Walk Programme
· Responses have been coming slowly and steadily for the trips we are offering

· SJ asked for additional people to help out during National Archaeology Week (July 21st and 22nd)

12  Document Archives
· Re: Walks into Chichester’s Past:  TD walked around Chichester with Guy Lockton and James Kenny with a view to re-writing the book for future publication.

· The terms of reference were discussed

· We will be looking to publish the book with a similar price and distribution to what we had before

· There will also be more photos included in the new publication

· The last book focused mainly on the Roman remains but the new one will have a more balanced approach and include more on other periods

· Guy Lockton has agreed to be the editor but he needs additional support.
· KR suggested that Chichester District Council and the tourist board be approached regarding helping us with the costs. However, James Kenny had said previously that this might very well cause problems with regard to these organisation wanting too much of an input into the content of the book.

· We have had a review of the Chichester Harbour assessment and with regard to the references, approximately half of the area was ok.  However, there are many references which don’t seem to be matching up and this will need to be looked at in greater depth.

13  Any Other Business
· The training session for committee members regarding the use of our equipment has been postponed until the May meeting

· Re: George Anelay’s idea of “fun days out” at the 2008 Selhurst Park Dig - TJ to discuss this with George and try to ascertain where CDAS fits into this idea.

· The Committee meeting scheduled for October 17th has been re-scheduled for October 31st.  And TJ proposed the committee meet on the 16th of January 2008.
