4   Membership Report (DW)
· We Currently have 182 members

· There are still memberships monies overdue

5   Publicity (TD)
· TD announced that Yvette Cook has resigned from handling our publicity due to her being in France for a good portion of the year.  A replacement will need to be found. TD to approach various members with regard to taking over from YC

· TD said that with the impending retirement of NH from the committee at the end of his four year term, we would need to have a look at the committee jobs and possibly rethink the duties involved, etc.

· NH suggested that ex-officio be approached with regard to being in charge of liasing with the field committee

· AL and TD finished updating the brochure and TD had 100 colour (on white paper) and 200 B & W (on pale cream paper) brochures printed in preparation for the upcoming Archaeology Week CDAS display.  All committee members were given copies of the brochure to review for any needed corrections, changes or suggestions prior to our having a bulk printing done.

6   Lecture Programe (NH)
· There have been no further developments to the programme since the last meeting

· September’s speaker is ready to give the presentation

7   Fieldwork  (NH)
· George Anelay’s training digs are still going ahead as scheduled at Dell Quay (Aug 6th)

· Mr Green (the farmer at Selhurst Park) is happy about upcoming survey work at Selhurst Park to identify areas for possible future investigation

· CDAS Field Committee will try to make a 4 to 5 year arrangement with Mr Green regarding possible future digs

· The sight at Bishop’s Park scheduled for October is still going ahead. 

· The sight at Tote Copse, just outside Tangmere Air Field is another possibility for future investigation.  This is thought to be the sight of the Bishops Palace (between its being at Selsey and then at Chichester)

· It was suggested that we have an announcement on our website about the Liss Dig and that we may also send an e-mail to our members about the dig

· TD suggested CDAS buy racking for the storage of our equipment and it was agreed that this was a good idea

8   Training Programme
· Regarding the running of a course on Human Remains - KR suggested approaching someone he knows who would most likely be able to teach this course after Easter of next year.  KR to give a date for this course at our next meeting.

9   Newsletter  (JB)
· JB reminded the committee that all items for the September Newsletter needed to be with him by the end of August.  

· JB asked for contributions to the newsletter

· TD suggested the topic of the wine amphora (which was from Pompeii) and JB to liase with James Kenny re: this.

· TD to submit Chairman’s report

· AL to submit a list of publications received and TD suggested any unwanted publications be placed in the archives which Dorothy Lawson is in charge of.

10   Website (IJ)
· IJ is still having computer problems - however he is able to maintain the website.  

11  Visit/Walk Programme  (SJ)
· SJ reported that we had 21 participants for the visit to Porchester Castle

· SJ said that 13 members had booked for the upcoming visit to the Weald and Downland Museum (Singleton) and that we needed an additional 2 people in order to get the group rate.

· TD proposed and it was agreed that CDAS pick up the cost of any additional monies required for visits and guide costs

· TD said we still needed a meeting place for James Kenny’s October walk and he will arrange this with JK

· SJ said all was ready for the CDAS display for National Archaeology Week

12  Document Archives  (TD)
· Re: Walks into Chichester’s Past

· TD has a long list of items to be included in the new version of the book (inc. items about seeing and touching)

· Ideas about the layout of the book were discussed, (a fold-out brochure was discussed which actually contained more words than the book form we had used before).

· Ideas about the funding of the publication were also discussed and it was agreed that we would approach the Heritage Lottery Fund regarding this.

· At the moment we make £40 - £50 per year from sales of the book

· It was agreed that more pictures would make the book better

· NH suggested we look at approaching sponsors as a way of funding

· DW suggested the council pay for the publication - however - it was stated that there was no money allotted for this within the council at this time

· TD to look into getting financial backing for this project

13  Any Other Business
· Re: Bignor Roman Villa

· TD said he had been approached by John Smith, the new curator, and asked if CDAS would be able to help with the villa’s open days.  As there were only 10 days to go before this event began TD declined for this year.

· TD asked the committee if CDAS would like to be involved with this event next year and it was decided that we would need to look into what is involved more closely

· AL suggested CDAS approach the event from a Re-enactment/Living History perspective as her personal experience has shown this to be an involving and popular way of teaching about history

· The problem of dealing with children in this type of situation/environment also came up - would we need to be CRB cleared? 

· Other questions such as: what equipment would we need to provide, would we need to dig the trenches ourselves ahead of time, etc, came up

· NH stated that this type of event would be very beneficial for CDAS in lieu of future lottery funding - it would look great on our CV

· KR suggested that if we did proceed with this - it would also be a great publicity opportunity  that we should involve newspapers, etc.

· Over-all there was limited enthusiasm and we will need to discuss this further
