Roman Glassmakers and the Museum of the Iron Age

Join us on a visit to the Roman Glassmakers and Museum of the Iron Age in Andover.  

The Roman Glassmakers provide a “Glassworking Experience” where we will learn about the properties of glass and details of the furnaces and tools of the trade.  We will then be given a demonstration into the blowing and manufacture of glass vessels.   All very interesting and they’ll even include refreshments.  You will be able to make purchases but please note that they are not able to accept debit/credit cards.  Cash & cheques only please.

In the afternoon we will visit the Museum of the Iron Age at Andover.  This tells the story of Danebury Hill Fort which lies to the South West of Andover and was extensively excavated by Barry Cunliffe between 1969 and 1988.  At the museum you will find pre-historic life before the Romans appeared on our shores. As an added bonus, there will be a new, temporary, Roman Exhibition at the same time.   Time permitting you could also visit Andover Museum located at the same place.

You will need to make your own way to both the Glassmaker and Museum but the whole cost for the day is only £5.  This includes entry, donations and tips so is well worth the money.  Please consider car sharing as this will minimise the cost and the effect to the environment.  I can put you in touch with others going if necessary so you can group up.  I will send out details of locations and parking information nearer the time.

We need to be at the Roman Glassmakers for 10am and will spend about 2 hours there.  For lunch you can picnic, visit a local pub or cafe and then we’ll meet up again at the Museum of the Iron Age for about 1.50pm as we’re booked for 2pm.  The museum will be self guiding.
