The Society has published a revised edition of its guidebook to Chichester’s history, “Walk Into Chichester’s Past”, prepared in close cooperation with the District Archaeology Officer, James Kenny. Its aim is to give the visitor a sense of that history through a walk around the city’s most significant buildings and monuments and to correct some of the myths and errors which have crept into other earlier accounts. Chichester City Council awarded the Society a grant to help with the costs. The guidebook is on sale at the District Museum and the Tourist Information Centre. A French-language version (Découvrir Chichester à Pied) is also on sale and the text, with map but without pictures, can be downloaded free of charge from this website (see sidebar).
